Podufalova T., Ilchenko A. Communicative Strategies and Tactics in Eng-
lish-Language War Media Discourse (a Study of British and American Online
Publications about the Russian-Ukrainian War). The topicality of the study pro-
posed in this article is determined by the necessity to expand the scholarly knowledge
of war media discourse and its characteristic commutative strategies and tactics using
data of present-day publications in quality newspapers. The article aims to identify
communicative strategies and tactics in British and American war media discours-
es, which are represented by news articles about the Russian-Ukrainian war, pub-
lished online by The Telegraph and The Washington Post newspapers. It singles out
two macrostrategies, informative and evaluative ones, which are aimed at achieving
the corresponding primary communicative purposes of the news articles, informing
and evaluating respectively. Each of these macrostrategies is implemented by means
of microstrategies aimed at achieving the complementary objectives of the news arti-
cles, which comprise discrediting, evaluative and informative (informative-interpre-
tative) microstrategies, as well as those of emotional impact, agitation, and raising
one’s status (self-presentation). These microstrategies are, in turn, implemented by a
number of communicative tactics and appropriate language means. The discrediting
microstrategy is found to be the most frequent in the British war media discourse
(32,61%), whereas the microstrategy of emotional impact is defined as the most fre-
quent in the American one (27,50%). Overall, microstrategies of discrediting (30,30%),
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evaluation (23,30%) and emotional impact (23,30%), as well as the informative one
(15,10%) are the most represented in both discourses. The microstrategy of raising
one’ status (identified only in the American war media discourse) (4,60%) and the
agitation microstrategy (3,40%) are much less frequently employed. The tactics of ap-
peal to authorities, values and basic needs as well as the factual tactic are some of the
most frequently applied in both discourses. In terms of language means, both dis-
courses employ a wide range of stylistic devices, which tend to predominate in the
American one though.
